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The mission of Park View Lutheran Church is to awaken
unbelievers to faith in the Triune God, and teach believers to live
as servants of the Risen Lord.

INVOCATION: IN THE NAME

Christians enter the New Year in the same way they enter each church ser-
vice: “In the Name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.” This is
called The Invocation. We invoke or call upon God’s name, laying claim to the
power of His promises inherent in His name. This is not a magic spell. We are
not conjuring up God to make Him present in our worship. He is already there,
“‘wherever two or three are gathered in My name (Mt. 18:20).” In fact, He is the
one who is inviting us into His presence. By saying these opening words in the
service we are simply binding ourselves to His precious Name, and no other.

This is the Name that was placed on us at our Baptism. As the pastor makes
the sign of the cross facing the congregation, we are reminded that we are
God’s baptized children. God graciously wrote His signature upon our hearts.
We have been washed clean and forgiven of our sins, marked as ones re-
deemed by Christ the Crucified. Therefore, we enter each worship service
knowing that we belong to God’s safe keeping. Have you ever noticed that
these 15 words are an incomplete sentence? There is no subject or verb.
Where did the sentence begin? It began at our Baptism, when the pastor said,
“| baptize you....” Each time we gather for worship our Baptism is renewed.

Proverbs 18:10 says, “The name of the LORD is a strong tower; the right-
eous run to it and are safe.” What a privilege it is for us to begin 2014 by run-
ning to God’s holy name! He promises us a fresh start each New Year, each
new Sunday, and each new morning. Our sin is a thing of the past. But the
strong name of the Trinity lasts forever. St. Patrick, missionary to Ireland, wrote
these beautiful words for us to sing:

I bind unto myself today the strong name of the Trinity
By invocation of the same, the Three in One and One in Three. (LSB 605; v.1)

It is hard to believe that it is time to start thinking about 2014-15 school year and registration. Below is the
information for any church members that are wanting to enroll.

Spaces for each class are filled on a first come basis. There is a nonrefundable registration fee of $60.00
for each child.

Tuition for the Tuesday - Thursday class for 3 and 4 year olds will be $105.00 per month. This class
meets for 2 %2 hours per day.

Tuition for the Monday-Wednesday-Friday class for 4 and 5 year olds will be $145.00 per month. This
class meets for 3 hours each session and includes an extra learning time. We call it “Discovery Time”, and
we do different types of science lessons including experiments.

Both classes teach Pre-K skills to prepare the children for kindergarten. The younger children are intro-
duced to the learning skills and the older children work on mastering the skills for success in “big” school.

The preschool board and staff are very excited about receiving money from the Buck Fish Memorial fund.
We are going to use the funds to give each child that graduates from the MWF class a bible on recognition
day. Every year we give each child a cross at the end of the year. The T-Th class will still receive a cross. As
our students go off to big school they will have a bible to take with them to remember the Christian values
they have been taught at Share and Care Christian Preschool and Buck Fish. We feel this fund will take us
several (9-10) years of students with watching for good sales. If anyone would like to donate to the fund so
we can keep it going let us know.

- T LAS POSADAS: A Historical Advent-Christmas Celebration from Mexico

Las Posadas are the most popular festivals that are celebrated during

Christmas in Mexico. Las Posadas are from December 16 to 24. They are a series of
. processions and parties. The Posadas re-enact Mary and Joseph's cold and difficult
journey from Nazareth to Bethlehem in search of shelter. Las Posadas, a Spanish
word means “inn”, "lodging", or accommodation”. It is said in the plural because it is
celebrated each day during this 9 day period. The celebration has been a tradition in
Mexico for 400 years. While its roots are in Catholicism, even Protestant Latinos follow
the tradition. The tradition was begun by Spanish evangelists in order to teach the Christmas story to the
indigenous and reportedly to substitute for rituals related to the birth of the pagan god Huitzilopochtli.

The celebration consists of a procession with candles, sometimes with individuals
selected to play the parts of Mary and Joseph; sometimes with Mary riding a real
donkey. If no one is dressed as Mary and Joseph, the procession generally carries
a nativity scene. The rest of the procession carries candles, paper lanterns and/or
decorated staves. The procession will make its way to a particular home (a different 5
one each night), where a special song is sung. In this song, those outside the
house sing the part of Mary and Joseph asking for shelter while the family inside
responds by singing the part of the innkeeper saying that there is no room. The
song switches back and forth a few times until finally the innkeeper finally decides
to let them in. The door is opened and everyone goes inside where the guests are
offered fried rosette cookies known as “bufiuelos”, steaming hot tamales and a hot
drink called “ponche”, which is made from seasonal fruits such as tejocote, guava,
plum, mandarin orange, orange and/or prune, sweetened with piloncillo, a kind of
brown sugar and spices with cinnamon or vanilla and other festive foods.

The kids get to break a pifiata. Each is given a turn to try to hit “the pifiata”. Their eyes
are covered with a bandana, given a stick and turned around several times. Those
standing by try to tell the boy or girl where the pifiata is. It is difficult to swing at the

il pifata since it is hanging from a rope and being pulled up and down by an adult.
When the pinata is broken, candy and fruit fall out and everyone dashes to get some.
